From the Assistant Principal 
 
Food Allergies 
 
We have a number of students at Bonbeach Primary School that 
have moderate to severe allergies, as well as the life threatening 
condition ï anaphylaxis. We are currently in the process of updating 
our protocols about food in classrooms and cleaning food preparation 
areas. To help us manage this, if you are planning to bring food to 
school for you child to share, please speak to your childôs teacher at 
least 3 days in advance about what you would like to bring, and any 
ingredients. The allergen cards that are found here  
https://allergyfacts.org.au/resources/allergen-cards are a useful 
starting point for names of ingredients in products that contain similar 
proteins / allergens that cause allergies, e.g., Wheat ï bran, atta flour, couscous semolina etc. 

 
Compass 
 
Mr Jones, the office staff and myself attended a training session on the school management system 
ï Compass. We are very excited about the possibilities that this software package will offer our 
school community. Some staff have been experimenting with elements already, primarily doing the 
roll. Mr Mac and myself have experimented with creating our first excursion note via Compass for the 
Term 4, Grade 5/6 Water Safety Program. We printed the notes this time, but in 2018, parent 
permission and payment for events will be able to be completed online. 
 
Coming up at the Curriculum Day on Friday 15

th
 September, the whole staff will be introduced to the 

staff portal. We are not rolling this out to parents until 2018. We have a bit of experimenting that we 
need to do first. If you would like to have a look at the parent portal, you can go to  
https://bonbeachps-vic.compass.education/ but we are not distributing logons and passwords until 
the end of this year or early next year.  
 
An important component of Compass is communication. It is very important that the office has your 
most up-to-date email address as information will be communicated via this.
